Heaven and hearing a voice say, ‘worship.’”

We told Nihad that God loves him deeply and 
that the vision was His way of declaring His 
love. Nihad told us he wanted salvation, but 
deep questions still kept him on the fence . . .

Why does God not put an end to criminals and 
murderers? What about the poor and all who cry out 
to Him daily, but no one ever seems to listen to their 
screams? Why do people seek 
salvation in money? How could 
material things bring you salvation?

But God’s deep love won 
against Nihad’s deep questions.

A LIFE-ALTERING 
EXPERIENCE

Nihad reached out to us again and said that 
what we shared is what he’s looking for. He 
proclaimed, “Jesus is our Savior in Heaven, the 
Son of God, and the voice of God. He is God in 
flesh who came to show His love by sacrificing 

Himself to save humanity from darkness and 
suffering!”

We prayed together, and Nihad accepted 
Christ’s love and salvation. He shared with us 
what he felt as he declared Jesus as his Savior.

“I experienced something unlike anything I’ve 
felt before. I felt Jesus standing before me with 
a golden cross, wearing His crown of thorns 

but made of silver. I want to tell 
people that Jesus is the way to 
salvation and that there is hope 
and life through Him. I want to 
give my life as Jesus has sacrificed 
His life for me. I want to be an 
evangelist for Jesus Christ.”

The impact of your support doesn’t stop 
at salvation. You make it possible for 
new believers like Nihad — who have no 
church — to live by scripture, walk in 
faith, and fulfill God’s call no matter the 
persecution that comes their way.

I often wonder what it’s like to 
live in a place where Christian 
worship is illegal, no churches 
exist, and Bibles in your language 
are unavailable. 

Growing up in small-town Ohio, 
this daily lack of religious liberty 
is beyond my understanding. But 
this is the case in Afghanistan, 
Iran, and other countries in  
SAT-7’s broadcast region.

Isolated Believers in these lands 
turn their homes into secret 
churches. In their living rooms, 
they watch SAT-7 programs 
that speak biblical truth and 
encouragement into their lives.

And there, Jesus is present — just 
like He is present in small-town 
America.
